STAND UP against poverty, launched by the United Nations Millennium Campaign, is a challenge to set an official Guinness World Record for the greatest number of people ever to STAND UP against poverty and for the Millennium Development Goals.

2. Achieve universal primary education 
3. Promote gender equality and empower women 
4. Reduce child mortality
5.  Improve maternal health 
6.  Combat HIV/AIDS, malaria, and other diseases 
7.  Ensure environmental sustainability 
8.  Develop a global partnership for development

How do I register my event?  Click here to register your event 
What do I need to do for my STAND UP event to be part of the World Record?
All the action takes place within a 24 hour period which runs from 10am GMT on Sunday15th October until 10 am GMT on Monday 16th October. Only a few countries will have the same time as GMT so you will need to look up what times will be for your country. For example, it runs from 6am to 6am in New York, from noon to noon in Johannesburg and from 7pm to 7pm in Tokyo - the website www.timeanddate.com  can tell you how many hours you are ahead or behind GMT
How can I be counted for the Guinness World Record attempt? 
If you are attending an existing event, you will automatically be counted and registered by event organizers. If you are organizing your own event you will need to register your STAND UP numbers online for them to be counted.
